HIV Care Continuum

The HIV care continuum is a series of steps starting from when a person is diagnosed with HIV through their
achievement of viral suppression. The base population for measuring linkage to HIV care is persons who received
an HIV diagnosis in a given calendar year, whereas the base population for the downstream steps in the
continuum is all persons who were diagnosed with HIV through 2022 and living in LAC as of 2023. The latter
ensures at least one year of follow-up to measure receipt of care, retention in care, and viral suppression.

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Coinfection of HIV and STDs: Compton vs. LAC

HIV and other STDs are syndemic in LAC. Persons with syphilis, gonorrhea, and/or chlamydia are at an increased
risk of acquiring HIV due to biological and behavioral factors. STDs among PLWH can also increase HIV viral load
and the risk of HIV transmission.
